· Please return this form by Friday 13 September 2019 
· Please make sure your work is ready to be submitted to us the week commencing Monday 4 November 2019. We will notify participating artists of when and where to deliver their work. 
CONDITIONS:
· We can accept works of visual art in the following media: painting, drawing, etching, photography, textiles, screenprint, woodcut etc. (Any 2-dimensional work) Due to the nature of our display area it is unfortunately not possible to include sculpture, or 3D pieces unless small and wall-mountable. 
· We reserve the right not to include any piece on the grounds of safety or appropriateness.
· This is an open exhibition and we welcome artworks from all abilities. Work will be rejected only if: 
· there is insufficient space 
· it is deemed unsafe or unstable 
· it is deemed inappropriate for the hospital environment.
· You can submit up to 3 pieces, but bear in mind that we may not be able to include everything. We will try to include something from everyone who submits. 
· The exhibition will tour between Hammersmith, Charing Cross and St. Mary’s hospitals, so please bear in mind that your work(s) will be on loan to us for 12 months in total. 
· The Arts Team will arrange the installation and transportation of works between sites.
· All works must be framed and ready to hang.  If you would like the work to be covered by insurance please ensure it is provided in a wooden frame or mounted on a wooden stretcher with a width of at least 2.5cm so they can be installed on the walls with security fixings.  If your picture is heavy or if you are unsure about this, please contact us to discuss.  Works supplied in other types of frames or canvases without frames will not be insured and will therefore be installed at the lenders own risk.
· If you need help finding frames, please contact the arts team. Please do not submit works of art in clip-frames.  Any glass must be sealed with a proper frame.  
· Any large textiles must either be glazed, or treated with fire retardant.  
· Please label your works of art with the artist’s name and title on delivery. 
· Works of art (if framed as above) will be insured however, delivery and collection is undertaken at your own risk.








SALE OF WORKS

This is not a fundraising or commercial exhibition and the Arts Team will not facilitate the sale of works.  However, if you would be open to selling your work you may include your contact details on your exhibition label. (No prices will appear on the exhibition labels)
