If you're not employed by Imperial College Healthcare NHS Trust (ICHT nor Imperial College London (ICL) you're not eligible to apply. If you're employed by ICL but have a fixed-term contract, you're not eligible to apply. 


If you’re a permanent ICL employee and have an honorary contract with ICHT, and provided your role includes delivering or directly supporting ICHT clinical services and that you plan to undertake your proposed research project for the benefit of ICHT patients, you’re eligible to apply.


If you're employed by the NHS but at a different trust, and your trust has a service level agreement with ICHT, and you spend at least 80% of your work time delivering or directly supporting ICHT clinical services, and you plan to undertake your proposed research project for the benefit of ICHT patients, you’re eligible to apply. 





By employment contract, we mean your salary is paid by ICHT or ICL, or a different trust (see point C above).





This is a post-doctoral fellowship for those who have recently been awarded PhDs. You must have submitted a PhD thesis by the time of submitting your application, which must have been awarded by the time of starting your fellowship. If you received your PhD award more than five years ago, you are not eligible to apply.








This section asks for details about your proposed research fellowship and research project, your supervisors and the support they will provide you during your fellowship, and your intended academic research career trajectory. Our Research Fellowship Committee are looking for answers that are clear, full and succinct. Please bear this in mind when you work through your application.





It’s important that you refer to the supported and not supported costs table and that you cost your fellowship robustly following our guidance. It is also important that you provide full justification for each of the cost you include. Failure to do this will result in the charity reducing your fellowship grant or removing costs altogether. Our grant should cover your salary (and must take account of any potential pay awards as your fellowship is more than likely to straddle 2 financial years). Your costs should also include related research expenses. Your total request cannot exceed £85,000 and the maximum cannot be raised under any circumstance.





For any consumables, equipment or if you’re outsourcing a service worth more than £500, you’ll need to provide a quote for them and upload with your application. For instance, a cost type you select might be for consumables and this could include stationery like pens, printer cartridges etc. You don't have to create a consumable cost type for pens, and another for printer cartridges. These smaller items can just be lumped into one cost type, i.e., consumables. All you need is to do is explain in your justification what you need and why you need it. If the total cost for that cost type (e.g., pens, printer cartridges) adds up to more than £500, you don't have to provide a quote for pens, and another for printer cartridges. However, if a single item for that cost type is above £250, then you'll need to include a quote.





You don't have to provide evidence of how you arrived at salary costs. However, you must provide a breakdown - basic salary, high cost area supplement, employer's pension contribution and National Insurance Contribution.





If you’re planning to make a large purchase (items over £5,000 at ICHT, or items over £10,000 at ICL), you’ll need to ensure you are following the appropriate procurement rules. This includes seeking at least two quotes to ensure value-for-money. Find out more by searching ‘Procurement’ on ICHT's intranet, or ‘Purchasing’ on ICL's website. However, we are highly unlikely to agree to the purchase of any equipment that costs more than £5,000.





It can take up to three months to assess your application. Your quotes must still be valid if your application is successful. We encourage you to make sure your suppliers provide you with quotes that are valid for at least three months. If you don’t include quotes and provide full justification per cost type, your application will be automatically withdrawn.


You must provide all costs inclusive of VAT, where applicable. If your application is successful, the charity will not increase your fellowship grant to accommodate any changes to your costs.

If your application is successful:


We will communicate your fellowship grant to the relevant ICHT Research Finance team/ICL JRO. 


The charity will only reimburse costs after it has received invoices from ICHT/ICL plus the relevant backing documents, e.g., supplier's invoice, receipts etc. for approved costs. These costs must first have been paid by ICHT/ICL, who will then claim it back from us


The charity will not pay individuals or suppliers directly


Approved project costs can only be incurred after you’ve received your one-to-one grant session with the charity's grants team and attended the Welcome event in July. Plus, we will need written confirmation of your backfill/out-of-training arrangement, and where applicable, written confirmation that any necessary internal/external approvals/permissions have been secured.


If your fellowship costs are in part or in whole VAT exempt, for example, medical equipment, you should confirm with your supplier first if they’re able to accept a VAT exempt certificate from the charity.
